Only to be worn in the ski room and drying room.

Gold phone is to be used for any outgoing calls. Incoming calls will be

accepted on the lodge phone.

Ski room door is locked at 6pm for security reasons. Entry is by the front

balcony and lounge room door.

Are most welcome for meals. Please advise the Managers accordingly.

There is a cost for visitor meals. Dinner ($20 per person)

Birthday parties (especially kids) are encouraged. Please advise

managers of requirements. All guests’ needs must be taken into account.

Young children need to be adequately supervised. Special dinner times

and meals are available in consultation with the Managers.

Receipts are provided for all monies received.

Dinner 7.00PM

Please help Managers by serving and returning dishes /cutlery to the
kitchen. Any other assistance (eg, table setting) is appreciated.

Glasses, cups, plates and cutlery used outside mealtimes shall be rinsed
and left in tray on servery bench.

Dishwasher shall not be used unless under Managers supervision.

Cut lunches are available in consultation with the Managers.

Available but please advise Managers before operating and using.
There are 2 drying rooms for guests use. Check for missing items prior to
vacating lodge.

Use gratings to remove snow and mud from boots on entry. Keep
boots/skis and snowboards in racks provided. Please keep this area
clean and unobstructured.

The Managers are responsible for the care and operation of the lodge. If
there are any special requests please advise the Managers. Post dinner,
the managers are deemed to be in their “own time”. Occupants shall be
responsible for after dinner clean up on one night a week.
